Instruction for individuals, passing through customs frontier of the Customs Union on automobile transport 
Instruction contains minimal information content. You can get more information about customs regulations in the customs authority before passing customs control or on the official web-site of The Customs Union Commission (www.tsouz.ru).

When moving goods for personal use by individuals on automobile transport for personal use the customs authorities let those people a possibility to make customs formalities without living transport, except such cases when it is necessary for maintenance the customs legislation of the Customs Union.  

The procedure of moving goods for personal use by individuals through customs frontier of the Customs Union
At present moment the Russian Federation is a member of the Customs Union.
Single customs territory of the Customs Union includes territories of Belarus Republic, Kazakhstan Republic and the Russian Federation. Borders of single customs territory of the Customs Union are customs frontier of the Customs Union. Moving of goods through customs frontier of the Customs Union is governed by the customs legislation of the Customs Union.

Next concepts are defined by the customs legislation of the Customs Union.

Commodity – any movable property, passing through customs frontier, including data carrier, currency of the states – members of the Customs Union, securities and (or) currency values, traveler’s cheques, etc.

Goods for personal use – goods, meant for personal, family, home and others needs of individuals, not connected with realization of entrepreneurial activity, which are moved through customs frontier with accompanying or by unaccompanied baggage or by any other way.

Indivisible commodity for personal use – commodity for personal use, more than 35 kg, consisting of one unit or one set of commodity, including moving in unmade, uncollected, mismatched or incomplete look, with a condition that  commodity has a basic property of collected, complete or finished commodity.

Accompanying baggage – goods for personal use, including hand-luggage, directly used by individual, passing customs frontier.

Unaccompanied baggage – goods for personal use, belonging to individual, passed or passing to a carrier according to the Agreement for International Carriage (freight forwarding) for the actual movement through customs frontier in accordance with the entry of this individual on the territory of Customs Control or his departure from customs territory  of the Customs Union.

Transport for personal use – auto-, motto transport, trailer, hydro or airborne vehicle together with spare parts and its common implements and facilities, contained in its common tanks combustibles and lubricants and fuel, which are the property of an individual, who passes those transports through customs frontier  exclusively for personal purposes, not for transportation of people for a fee, industrial and commercial transportation of goods for a fee or for free.

During passing through customs frontier on automobile transport next goods are subject to customs declaring (passenger’s customs declaration to fill in):

1) Transport for personal use, except transport for personal use, registered on the territory of the states – members of Customs Union, temporary exported from customs territory of the Customs Union and imported back on such territory.

2) Imported  goods, which customs value is above 1500 € in the equivalent and total weight is more than 50 kg;

3)  Imported and exported cash money (bank-notes, treasury notes, coins, excluding coins of precious metals) and (or) traveler’s cheques of total amount exceeding the equivalent 10000 $;

4) Imported and exported cash instruments (bills, bank cheques, securities);

5) Precious metals: imported temporary, exported (excluding temporary exported jewelry);

6) Gems: imported temporary, exported emeralds, rubies, sapphires, alexandrines, natural pearl in raw (natural) and cultivated forms, unique amber;

7) Cultural values;

8) Exported state honors of the Russian Federation; 

9)  Animals and plants, threatened with extinction, their parts and also products made of them;

10) Weapons and ammunition;

11) Imported alcohol drinks in the amount more than 3 liters;

12) Drugs and psychotropic substances in the form of  pharmacon under medical condition with proper documents;

13) Electronic means and (or) high-frequency means of commercial, including fixed or forming part of  other goods;

14) Technical means having function of encryption;
15) Goods for personal use, which are inherited, having proper statement of the fact that such goods were inherited;

16) Goods for personal use, imported in accompanying baggage if an individual who moves them has unaccompanied baggage;

17) Other goods, defined by the Customs legislation of the Customs Union.

ATTENTION! An individual has its right to declare goods in writing, which are not subject to customs declaring in writing.

Declarer of movable goods through customs frontier may be a person of a state – member of the Customs Union, and a foreign person as well.

Customs declaring of goods for personal use of an individual under 16 years is made by a person who accompanies him (one of the parents, adoptive parent, guardian or curator of this person, and if there is collective departure (entry) of the group of underage – by a monitor of the group).

The failure to present goods mentioned above to customs declaration is seen as announce that an individual doesn’t have goods which are subject to customs declaring. If selective customs check detects goods which are subject to customs declaring, it leads to attraction of a passenger to responsibility according to legislation of a state – member of the Customs Union.

Inaccurate information in a passenger’s customs declaration leads to responsibility according to legislation of a state – member of the Customs Union.

The giving of passenger’s customs declaration is to be accompanied by presenting of documents, certifying the declared information in it to the customs authority.

To such documents relate:

1) Identity documents (including underage person);

2) Documents, certifying adoption,  guardianship, or patronage of underage person;

3) Documents, certifying the cost of declaring goods for personal use;

4) Transport (vehicular) documents;

5) Documents, certifying the right of  exemption of customs payments, including those confirming temporary import (export) of goods for personal use by an individual, also confirming the recognition of an individual as a refugee, forced migration or immigration for permanent residence;

6) Documents, certifying the upholding of restrictions, except measures of unrated and technical regulation;

7) Documents, containing information which let to identify transport for personal use;

8) Documents certifying the right for possessing, using and (or) managing of transport for personal use;

9) Other documents and information, which presentation is regarded in accordance with the customs legislation of the Customs Union.

         ATTENTION! In case of absence of goods, which are subject to customs declaring, above-mentioned documents are presented at the customs authority official request. 

On customs territory of the Customs Union one can bring goods for personal use with the exemption from payment of customs duties:

1) Customs value is not above 1500 € in the equivalent and (or) total weight is not above 50kg;

2) Alcohol drinks and vine, which are not more than 3 liters on the one individual, who is above18 years old;

3) Tobacco and tobacco goods: 200 cigarettes or 50 cigars (cigarillos) or 250 g. of tobacco, or mentioned products in assortment the total weight of which no more than 250 g, on the one individual,  above18 years old;

4) Previously used goods, imported by refugees, forced migrants, migrants and also 1 vehicle and 1 trailer, which are the property of those individuals;

5) Inherited goods and also 1 vehicle and 1 trailer, having proper statement of the fact that such goods, vehicle and trailer were inherited;

6) Goods imported by diplomatic officials, officials of administrative and technical personnel of diplomatic representation  or consular institution and members of their families;

7) Goods imported by individuals, who were sent to work in a foreign country by State authorities, which tenure outside customs territory of the Customs Union was no less than 11 months (provided documentary evidence);

8) Goods imported by individuals, temporary  living abroad more than 1 year (provided documentary evidence), customs value of which is not more than 5000 € in the equivalent;

9) Goods imported back into customs territory of the Customs Union in the same condition, providing confirmation of their removal from the territory of the Customs Union;

10) Cultural values, providing their relation to such according to legislation of  states – the members of  the Customs Union;

11)  Cinerary urns(ashes), coffins with bodies (remains) of deceased;

12)  Temporary imported transport for personal use by individuals of states - members of the Customs Union,  registered on the territory of a foreign state, on term no more than 6 months upon condition ensuring payment of customs duties and taxes;

13) Temporary imported transport for personal use by foreign individuals, registered on the territory of a foreign state, on term of its temporary stay on the territory of the Customs Union, but no more than 1 year;

14) Previously used goods, temporary imported by foreign individuals into customs territory of The Customs Union:       

· Jewelry (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Personal hygiene items(in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

·  Photo cameras, video cameras, motion picture cameras (in an amount no more than 1 item) and accessorizes (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

·  Portable cine-projector, projectors for viewing files (in an amount no more than 1 item) and accessorizes (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

·  Portable videotape recorders (in an amount no more than 1 item);

· Portable sound-recording and playback equipment (including Dictaphones), DVD-players (in an amount no more than 1 item) and accessorizes (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Portable turn tables (in an amount no more than 1 item) and phonograph records  (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Media audio recording, without recording and with it (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Portable radio, flash-players (in an amount no more than 1 item) and accessorizes (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· TV-sets with diagonal screen size no more than 42 cm. (in an amount no more than 1 item);

· Portable typewriter (in an amount no more than 1 item);

· Binocular (in an amount no more than 1 item);

· Cell phones (in an amount no more than 2 items);

· Portable personal computers (notebooks) (in an amount no more than 1 item) and accessorizes (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Portable musical instruments (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Baby-carriages (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Baby-seats fixed on the car seats (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Invalid carriages (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Inventory and implements for sport, tourism and hunting, aerostats (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Portable dialyzers and similar medical devices, and also their consumable materials   (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay);

· Pets, including those for hunting, sport (in an amount necessary for use during temporary stay).

The importation of goods for personal use by individuals into customs territory of the Customs Union the following rates of customs duties apply:

1) Flat rate 30% of customs price of goods, but no less 4€ per 1 kg of weight, in excess of the cost norms of 1,500€ in the equivalent and (or) 50 kg of weight standards - in case of  import of goods for personal use, customs value of which is more than 1500€ in the equivalent and (or) weight of which is more than 50 kg;

2) Overall customs payment – in case of import of inseparable commodity for personal use;

3) Flat rate 22€ per 1 liter – in case of import of ethanol up to 5 liters;

4) Flat rate 10€ per 1 liter in excess of quantity norm of 3 liters – in case of import o alcohol drinks and beer in amount from 3 to 5 liters inclusively;

5) Flat rate 30% of customs value of goods, but no less 4€ per 1 kg of weight, in excess of the cost norms of 5000€ in the equivalent in case of import of goods by individuals temporary living abroad no less than 1 year (provided documentary evidence), which customs price is above 5000€ in the equivalent.

Goods for personal use and transport (including fuel, which is in transport’s tanks) for personal use exported by individuals from customs territory of the Customs Union are not assessed by customs duties, taxes on flat rate and overall customs payment. 
ATTENTION! From the territory of the Customs Union an individual can not export for personal use:

1) Precious metals and gems, which customs price is more than 2500$ in the equivalent;

2) Fish and seafood (except sturgeon roe) in amount more than 5 kg;

3) Sturgeon roe with weight more than 250g;

4) Fuel, which is in a separate container, in an amount more than 10 liters.

ATTENTION! In case of relating of goods, moved by an individual through customs frontier, to goods not for personal use, customs operations concerning such goods (including customs declaring) are performed in order, foreseen for 
participants of foreign economic activities. Relating of goods, moved by an individual through customs frontier, to goods for personal use, is performed by the customs authority according to:
· individual’s announcement about movable goods (in oral and writing forms with the use of  passenger’s customs declaration);

· sort and number of goods;

· frequency of passing and moving of goods by an individual through customs frontier.

Goods which are not goods for personal use are:

1) natural diamonds;

2) exported goods, in respect of which export customs duties are set;

3) agrimotors, special purpose motor vehicles, industrial vehicles;

4) trailers for vehicle shipment; 

5) central heating boilers;

6) croppers (except lawn mowers), machine for haying, etc;

7) solariums;

8) medical equipment and devices (except if it’s necessary during the trip or for medical reasons), etc.

ATTENION! Individuals are responsible for violation of customs regulations in accordance with the legislation of the state – the member of the Customs Union.

In case of disagreement with the actions of an official of the customs authority, an individual has the right to appeal them in accordance with the legislation of the sate – the member of the Customs Union.

Goods for personal use, the transfer of which through customs frontier of Russian Federation by individuals is permitted with the permission of state authorities:

· weapon, its main parts, ammunition – the permission of  Internal Affairs Agencies (Department of organization of licensing and permitting work, Ministry of Internal Affaires of Ulan-Ude city, Dimitrova street, 2a, tel. 8(3012) 29-21-74);

· cultural values – import certificate for cultural values, issued by  the Russian Federal Surveillance Service for Compliance with the Law in Mass Communications and Cultural Heritage Protection (East Siberian Department of the Russian Federal Surveillance Service for Compliance with the Law in Mass Communications and Cultural Heritage Protection – Irkutsk city, Litvinova street, 1, tel. 8(3952)33-40-47, 20-38-69);
· animals and plants, threatened with extinction, their parts and also products made of them – the permission of The Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora, issued by Federal Service for Supervision of Natural Resource Usage (Moscow city, Bolshaya Gruzinskaya street, 4/6);
· electronic means and (or) high-frequency means of commercial – the permission of Federal Supervision Agency for Information Technologies and Communications (Radio Frequency Center of Siberian Federal District Branch of Republic of Buryatia Ulan-Ude city, Geologicheskaya street, 28, tel. 8 (3012) 23-34-00;

· technical means having function of encryption, - notification, registered by the Center of Federal Security Service of Russia on licensing, certificating and protecting of State secret (Moscow city, Bolshaya Lubyanka street, 1/3).

The monitoring of vehicle owners obligation for insurance of civil liability at the entrance of vehicles to the Russian Federation.

Since January 1, 2009 came into force the second paragraph of section 1 of Article 32 of the Federal Law of 25 April 2002 № 40-FL “About Mandatory Insurance of Civil Liability of vehicle owners, adjusting that the customs authorities monitor the performance of vehicle owners obligation for insurance of civil liability at the entrance of vehicles to the Russian Federation, as well as at the exit of vehicles from the Russian Federation to other states that use the international insurance”.

ATTENTION!  In case of failure to submit proper documents (insurance certificate “Green Card” or Insurance policy of  Mandatory Insurance of Civil Liability of vehicle owners), such vehicles are passed to the Russian Federation territory, while their owners are advised to take the necessary documents at insurance companies, which may carry mandatory liability insurance of vehicle owners.

Drawing-up of the vehicle passport.

In accordance with the Russian Federation Government Regulation from October 12, 2005 № 609 “About statement of special technical regulation “About Requirements for Emissions of motor vehicles produced in the circulation in the territory of the Russian Federation, hazardous (polluting) substances” (further - technical regulation) facilities targeted by technical regulation are automotive engineering, put into circulation in the territory of the Russian Federation, and installed on it internal combustion engines in a part of emissions.

In accordance with the provision about vehicle passports and chassis passports, approved by the Order of  the Ministry of Internal Affaires of Russia, Russia's industry and energy ministry, The Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of Russia from June 23, 2005 № 496/192/134 (further provision), the customs authorities issue passport of transport facility for a vehicle for the purpose of regulating vehicle access to exploitation on the territory of the Russian Federation, strengthening of control or  queuing through customs frontier of the Russian Federation and for the payment of customs duties on schedule when importing transport into the Russian Federation.

In accordance with the section 70 of the Provision in case of discrepancy of vehicle ecological category (chassis) to demands of special technical regulation “About demands to Emissions of motor vehicles, produced in the circulation in the territory of the Russian Federation, hazardous (polluting) substances”, approved by the Russian Federation Government Regulation from October 12, 2005 № 609 (further technical regulation), passport of transport facility is not issued. 

In accordance with the demand of technical regulation since January 1, 2010 standard specification of emissions for motor vehicles put in force, which complies with ecological category 4.

ATTENTION! Customs formalities concerning releasing of vehicles are carried out without regard to environmental class.

When the customs authorities issue passports of transport facility, they perform the consistency control of vehicles’ ecological category relying on the information presented by Russia's industry and energy ministry, and in the case of its absence they recommend to persons concerned to confirm vehicles ecological category by certification of conformity, issued by certification authorities, accredited by the Federal agency for technical regulation and metrology.
ATTENTION! Information, which is in the certification of conformity, “Approval of the type of vehicle” and “Decision of conformation of chassis to demands” (further – database), disposed and regularly renovate on Web server of Federal Customs Service of Russia and section “Information for participants of Foreign Economic Activities”.
Format and capacity of database on Web server of Federal Customs Service of Russia are similar to database on the official Web site of Federal agency for technical regulation and metrology in the section “Technical Regulations in action”.
