INSTRUCTION

FOR PASSENGERS CROSSING 
 THE CUSTOMS UNION FRONTIER BY INTERNATIONAL RAILS
The instruction contains a minimal amount of information. More detailed customs regulations are available in the customs authority before passing customs control, or in the official site of the Customs Union Commission (www.tsouz.ru). 
The procedure of entry and exit of passengers and their baggage  across 
 the Customs Union frontier  
Currently, the Russian Federation is  a member of the Customs Union. The Customs Union is composed of areas of the Republic of Belarus, Kazakhstan and the Russian Federation. The boundary of a unified customs territory is  the Customs Union frontier. International goods traffic, which crosses the frontier between two  countries of the Customs Union is regulated by the  Customs Union Code.

The Customs Union legislation identifies the following items:
Goods - any movable property across the customs frontier, including the media, the currency of the States - Members of the Customs Union, securities, and (or) foreign exchange value, travelers checks, etc.

Goods for personal use – any goods intended for personal, family, household and other non-entrepreneurial activities, the needs of individuals across the customs frontier  in accompanied or unaccompanied baggage or otherwise.

Indivisible goods for personal use – any goods for personal use, weighing over 35 kg, consisting of one unit or one set of goods, including roaming exploded, unassembled, incomplete or unfinished, provided that the product possesses the basic property of a collected  or a completed product.
Accompanied baggage – any goods for personal use, including hand baggage, conveyed by an individual crossing the customs frontier.

Unaccompanied baggage – any goods for personal use, owned by an individual, transferred or transmitted to the carrier under the contract for the international transport (freight forwarding) for the actual movement across the customs frontier in connection with the entry of the individual into the territory of the Customs Union or the exit from the Customs Union territory.

The members of the family - registered marriage couple, parents, children, (adopted children), the adoptive fathers, brothers and sisters, grandfather, grandmother, grandsons and invalid dependents.
        The goods which were in the use - the goods with visible signs of wearing, washings.
The private vehicle - auto and motor vehicle, a trailer, a water and air vessel  with spare parts for them and usual accessories and the equipment, combustive-lubricating materials and fuel in its tanks, being in the property of  physical person crossing the customs border with these vehicles exclusively in their own  aims but not for industrial or commercial transportation of goods for compensation, or free of charge.
Seafood -crustaceans, exception spiny lobster, lobsters, shrimps.
Crossing the customs frontier of the Customs Union by rail, items to be declared are (fill the passenger customs declaration):

1) imported goods, the customs value of which is more than 1500 euros in the equivalent, and (or) the total weight of which  exceeds 50 kg;

2) imported and exported cash (bank notes, treasury notes and coins, except for coins of precious metals), and (or)a  traveler's checks totaling in excess of the equivalent of U.S. $ 10 000;

3) imported and exported monetary instruments (bills, checks, securities);
4) precious metals: temporarily imported and exported (except temporarily exported jewelry); 
5) gemstones: imported temporarily exported emeralds, rubies, sapphires, alexandrite, natural pearls in the raw (natural) and processed form, unique amber bodies;

6) cultural values;


7) exported the state awards of the Russian Federation;
8) endangered animal and plant species, their parts and their products;

9) arms and ammunition;
10) urns with ashes (ashes), the coffins with the bodies (remains) of the deceased;

11) imported alcoholic beverages in excess of 3 liters;
12) narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances as drugs for medical reasons with appropriate documentation;
13)electronic means and (or) high frequency devices for civil purposes, including built-in or component of other commodities;
14) technical means with the encryption function;

15) Goods for personal use, come into inheritance, provided documentary evidence of receipt of such goods in the inheritance;
16) Goods for personal use, imported in accompanied baggage, if the individual, moving it, has unaccompanied baggage;
17) vehicles for a private use, moving in any way, except  private vehicles registered on the territory of  the member states  of  customs union,  temporarily taken out from customs territory of the customs union and back imported on this territory;
18) other goods, defined by the Custom Union Code. 
WARNING! An individual has the right at his request to declare in writing the goods,  not subjected to be declared in writing.
A declarant moving goods across the customs frontier may be the head of a state –
a member of the Customs Union and a foreign person.
Customs declaration of goods for personal use of the individual who has not attained the age of 16, is executed by the person, his guardian (one parent, adoptive parent, guardian or trustee of that person, and in case of  organized exit (entrance) of a group of minors -  by the team leader).
Failure to submit a customs declaration in respect of the above items is regarded as a statement that the individual possess no goods subject to customs declaration. Detection with selective customs control of goods subject to customs declaration entails attracting passengers to justice in accordance with the State legislature - a member of the Customs Union.
 False information in the passenger customs declaration is punishable under the laws of the State - a member of the Customs Union.
Submission of passenger customs declaration must be accompanied by the customs authority of documents confirming the declared information.
These documents include:

1) identity documents(including minors);

2) documents confirming the adoption, guardianship or custody of a minor;
3) documents confirming the declared value of goods for personal use;
4) transportation (shipping) documents;

5) Documents confirming the right to benefits on payment of customs duties, including supporting the temporary import (export) of individual items for personal use, as well as confirming the recognition of an individual as a refugee, displaced person, or relocating to a permanent place of residence;
6) documents confirming compliance with the restrictions, except for non-tariff and technical regulation;
7) documents containing information that can help identify the vehicle for personal use;
8) documents confirming the right of possession, use and (or) disposal of a vehicle for personal use;
9) other documents and information, presentation of which is provided in accordance with customs laws of the Customs Union.

WARNING! In the absence of goods subject to customs declaration, the above-mentioned documents are submitted at the request of a customs officer.

The customs territory of the Customs Union with exemption from customs duties may be imported the following goods for personal use:

1) customs value of which, not exceeding the equivalent of Euro 1500 and (or) the total weight of which, not exceeding 50 kg;

2) Alcoholic drinks and beer, no more than 3 liters per an individual over the age of 18;

3) tobacco and tobacco products: 200 cigarettes or 50 cigars (cigarillos) or 250 grams. Tobacco, or the specified products in the range of total weight not exceeding 250 gr., per an individual over the age of 18;

4) second-hand goods imported by refugees, displaced persons, migrants;

5) received inheritance, provided documentary evidence of receipt of such goods in the inheritance;

6) imported by diplomatic personnel, employees of administrative and technical personnel of diplomatic or consular missions and their families;

7) imported by individuals, aimed at working in a foreign state authorities, who stay outside the customs territory of the Customs Union for more than 11 months (subject to documentary evidence);
8) imported by individuals temporarily residing abroad for at least 1 year (upon condition to documentary evidence), the customs value of which not exceeding an amount equivalent to EUR 5000;

9) imported back into the customs territory of the Customs Union in the same condition, as long as to confirmation of their exportation from the Customs Union;

10) cultural values, subject to classification as established in accordance with the laws of  members of the Customs Union;

11) urns with ashes (ashes), the coffins (remains) of the deceased;
12)Second-hand goods temporarily imported by foreign individuals in the customs territory of the Customs Union:

- jewelry (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);
- personal hygiene items (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);
- photo cameras, video camera, cine cameras (no more than one item) and accessories (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);
- portable projectors, the projectors to show slides (not more than one item) and accessories (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);
- portable video players (not more than one item);
- Portable videorecorders, digital and analogue (in number of no more than 1 unit);
- portable recording and reproducing equipment (including recorders), DVD-players (no more than one item) and accessories (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);
- portable record player (not more than one item) and records (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);
- sound recording media, blank and recorded (in an amount necessary for use during a temporary stay);
- portable radios, flash players (not more than  one item) and accessories (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);
- TVs with diagonal screen size not exceeding 42 cm (no more than one item);
- portable typewriters (no more than one item);
- binoculars (no more than one item);

- mobile phones (no more than 2 items);

- portable computers (notebook) (not more than  one item) and accessories (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);

- portable musical instruments (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);
- children strollers (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);

- child seat fixed to the seats of cars (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);

- wheelchairs for the disabled (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);

- equipment and accessories for sports, tourism and hunting, balloons (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);

- portable dialyzers and similar medical devices, as well as consumables for them (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay);

- domestic animals, including those intended for hunting, sport (in the quantity required for use during a temporary stay).

 Importing  goods for personal use by individuals to the customs territory of the Customs Union, the following rates of customs duties are:

1) a single rate of 30% of customs value but not less than 4 euro per 1 kg of weight, in excess of the valuation rules 1500 euro equivalent, and (or) the weighted norm of 50 kg - in the case of import of goods for personal use, the customs value of which exceeds an amount equivalent to Euro 1500, and (or) weight exceeds 50 kg;

2) overall customs payment - in case of import indivisible goods for personal use; 

3) a single rate of 22 euros for 1 liter - in case of import of ethyl alcohol in an amount up to 5 liters;

4) single rate of 10 euros for 1 liter in excess of the quantitative standards of 3 liters - in the case of the importation of alcoholic beverages and beer in the range of 3 to 5 liters, inclusive;

5) a flat rate of 30% of customs value but not less than 4 euro per 1 kg of weight in excess of the valuation rules 5000 euros in the equivalent - in the case of import of goods by individuals temporarily residing abroad for at least 1 year (subject of documentary confirmation), the customs value of which exceeds the equivalent of 5000 euros. 
Goods for personal use, exported  by individuals from the customs territory of the Customs Union, customs duties and taxes at a flat rate and overall tax payments are not taxed. 
WARNING! Items for the personal use not exported from the territory of the Customs Union are: 
1) precious metals and precious stones, the customs value of which exceeds U.S. $ 25,000 equivalent; 
2) fish and seafood (other than sturgeon roe) in an amount exceeding 5 kg; 
3) caviar sturgeon weighing over 250 grams. 
WARNING! In the case of classification of goods transported by an individual crossing the customs frontier as goods  not for the personal use,  customs operations in respect of such goods (including customs declaration) are executed in the procedure provided for the participants of foreign economic activity. Classification of goods transported by an individual crossing the customs border as goods for personal use is executed by customs authorities on the basis of: 
- Statements of an individual on the transported goods (either orally or in writing using the passenger customs declaration); 
- The quality and quantity of goods; 
- The frequency of intersection of an individual and (or) the transporting  goods across the customs frontier. 
The goods  not  for personal use include: 
1) natural diamonds; 
2) The exported goods, in respect to which export duties are established; 
3) central heating boilers; 
4) Mower (except for lawn mowers), machinery for haymaking, etc.; 
5) solarium tanning; 
6) Medical Technology and Equipment (except for necessary items  on the journey or for medical reasons), etc. 
7) internal combustion engines;
8) cars, mechanisms, the equipment;
9) tractors; motor vehicles of a special purpose, except for transportation of passengers and cargoes; self-propelled industrial function vehicles, not equipped with elevating or loading devices;
10) trailers for transportation of cars;
11) vessels, boats and floating designs, except for yachts and other floating means for rest and sports, rowboats and a canoe;
12) equipment  for photolaboratories;
13) devices, equipment and the models intended for the demonstration purposes;
14) medical furniture, surgical, stomatologic or veterinary; hairdresser's armchairs and similar armchairs; their parts;
15) the games put in action by coins, banknotes, bank cards, counters or similar means of payment;
16) the goods for the export control according to the legislation of member state of the customs union;

WARNING! For violation of customs regulations, individuals bear responsibility in accordance with the laws of the State - a member of the Customs Union. 
In case of disagreement with the actions of the customs officer an individual has the right to appeal against them in accordance with the laws of the State - a member of the Customs Union. 
Goods for personal use, which  individuals  transport across the border of the Russian Federation is allowed with the permission of state authorities: 
- Weapons, its main parts, ammunition - Resolution of Internal Affairs  Authorities (Department for Protection of the Public Order,  Ministry of Interior of Russia - 15, Zhitnaya st, Moscow); 
- The weapon, its basic parts, an ammunition - the permission of law-enforcement bodies (ООЛРР the Ministry of Internal Affairs on РБ of Ulan-Ude, street Dimitrova, 2а, ph. 8 (3012) 29-21-74);
- Cultural values - the certificate on export of the cultural values, given out Rosokhrankultura (East-Siberian Management Rosokhrankultura - Irkutsk, street Litvinova, 1 ph. 8 (3952) 33-40-47, 20-38-69);
- endangered animal and plant species, their parts and their  - permission of CITES issued by Federal Service for Supervision of Natural Resource Usage  (4 / 6 B. Gruzinskaya st.,  Moscow); 
- Radio-electronic means and (or) high-frequency devices of civil appointment - permission Роскомнадзора (the Radio-frequency centre of the Siberian federal district branch on Republic Buryatiya of of Ulan-Ude, street Geological, 28, ph. 8 (3012) 23-34-00);
- Technical means with the encryption function - notification (information document, registered with the Center for Russian FSB on licensing, certification and protection of state secrets (1 / 3 B. Lubyanka st., Moscow,).
